By signing this document, FOSTER certifies that all information contained in this contract is true and complete. FOSTER understands and agrees to abide by the following conditions and restrictions in order to serve as a foster home for BOSTON TERRIER RESCUE OF NORTH CAROLINA (BTRNC).

FOSTER agrees to take all reasonable precautions (through the use of crates, leashes, supervision) to ensure that the Boston Terrier does not run loose, become a nuisance, destroy property, injure or be injured by another animal, be injured by any person, or injure FOSTER or another person.

FOSTER shall keep Boston Terrier as an indoor pet, and will ensure that Boston Terrier wears harness with 3 tags (rabies, microchip and BTRNC ID) at all times.
FOSTER agrees to adhere to all state, county and local laws and ordinances related to the keeping of animals including leash laws. 

FOSTER shall ensure that Boston Terrier is kept under positive control at all times; either on leash and/or in enclosed area.
FOSTER will IMMEDIATELY notify the LOST DOG CONTACT/Marcus Williford at 910 221-4408 if Boston Terrier is lost or stolen.    

FOSTER shall contact the Foster Program Coordinator (FPC) or Vet Care Coordinator (VCC) as soon as practical should a biting incident occur.

BTRNC assumes responsibility for all pre-approved/authorized routine veterinary expenses to include flea/tick and heartworm preventive; BTRNC will not pay for unauthorized routine vet services and supplies.
    (1)  FOSTER shall provide and maintain veterinary care for Boston Terrier, including all vaccinations, heartworm testing, treatment of chronic and acute illness/injury, and all other care recommended by a veterinarian and authorized by BTRNC.   

    (2)  FOSTER must obtain prior authorization for routine vet care from the VCC prior to services being rendered.  

    (3)  FOSTER shall obtain immediate vet services for A bona fide life threatening medical emergency as needed and contact the FPC or VCC as soon as possible thereafter. 
FOSTER shall provide, at own cost, those items that contribute to the healthy, safe and loving environment, and socialization of a Boston Terrier to include food, toys, chews, crate and bedding.     

FOSTER shall conduct socialization, training and rehabilitation as necessary to prepare Boston Terrier for adoption.  

FOSTER shall provide a status report for each Boston Terrier as requested by the BTRNC Board of Directors.    

FOSTER shall contact the FPC should the FOSTER become unable to keep or provide for Boston Terrier.  

FOSTER shall not permanently or temporarily board, give, sell, trade or otherwise transfer physical custody of Boston Terrier to any individual or business without prior approval/authorization from the FPC or VCC.  

FOSTER shall advise the FPC and/or Adoption Coordinator immediately upon Foster’s desire to adopt the Boston Terrier.  

FOSTER shall be required to adhere to standard adoption fees when adopting Boston Terrier. Adoption fees are payable upon signature of adoption contract.  If fees are not received by BTRNC at this time, Boston Terrier will be removed from home.
